On 7 February 2020, French forces of Operation Barkhane conducted an airstrike, which reportedly struck
a funeral cortege in Fatawada, between Adiora and Ouinerden (Gourma-Rharous, Ouinerden). The attack
targeted the burial of INIM militants killed in an airstrike on the previous day. Fourteen civilians of the

On 17 May 2020, French Operation Barkhane forces conducted a reconnaissance mission at an unspecified
location in the Ansongo area, presumably near Tin-Hamma (Ansongo, Gao), where French forces were
reported to having conducted operations that day, and engaged a group of suspected ISGS or JNIM
militants. An unspecified number of militants were killed, and 1 pickup truck, 4 motorcycles, 7 AK-47
assault rifles, explosives, ammunition, telephones, radios, and various military equipment were seized.
Unknown fatalities coded as 10. French forces also shot dead a man from the Tuareg Idourfane tribe while
he was travelling aboard a motorbike in a likely in the crossfire. 11 1
On 1 September 2020, French forces of Operation Barkhane fired warning shots that mistakenly hit a
public transport bus between Intahaka and Gao (Gao, Gao). One passenger was killed and two others
wounded.

On 3 January 2021, French forces conducted an airstrike near the village of Bounti (Douentza, Mopti). The
airstrike killed 19 people, including 16 civilians and 3 presumed Katiba Serma (JNIM) militants. Three
civilians succumbed to their wounds later.

On 25 March 2021, French forces conducted airstrikes that killed at least five male civilians in the area of
Agarnadamoss (Ansongo, Gao). The French Operation Barkhane stated that it had neutralized an 'armed
group' and destroyed three motorcycles. 5 5
On 1 April 2021, French forces conducted an operation against JNIM militants in the area of Edjerer
Intahaten [Edjerir] (Tessalit, Kidal). Two militants were arrested and weapons and equipment seized. The
French forces killed one militant in an ensuing exchange of gunfire, a female civilian was also killed and a
child wounded. 2
